· ADHC access to building – Ongoing issue.  A consulting organisation , Ove Arup, will be doing a PAMP Access audit on Coffs Harbour and will be assessing this area in the process. · Continence Aids Assistance Scheme – The new system started on July 1st.  It has been reported that it has been a very chaotic roll-out of the new system and some people still have not received their money and are running out of supplies.  This issue will be readdressed at the next meeting.  ONGOING
· First Aid Course – more funding needs to be sourced in order to run more courses.  There is approximately $400 left in the budget from the last series of courses.  This will go towards the next courses.  It is estimates that each course will cost approximately $800 to run.
