If
Fair Work Australia agree with the shared position of the
Federal Government and the ASU this will mean significant
pay rises for staff employed in our sector. Read more here

attract and retain qu alified staff to our workforces. The
Federal Government have also committed to funding the
cost of the pay rises. We call on our State Governments to
do the same so that service and job cuts do not occur.

While we celebrate this historic progression we are mindful
of those who live below the poverty line in Au stralia.
ACOSS has released aeport into poverty that you access
here. ACOSS is calling on the Commonwealth Government
to commit to increasing income support allowances like
Newstart as recommended in the Henry Review in order to
tackle the growing gap between the rich and poor in
Australia.
